Anger & Satan
Jesus Christ: Yesterday, Today, and Forever!

Demons (fallen angels and people) hate all things, even each other: hate simultaneously unites and
divides them. Because they hate each other so much, they struggle to work with each other for a common
cause; they would just as soon betray one another as they would us. Have you ever been on a job where
the people can’t stand each other? Miserable and not much gets done.

With one exception, those in hell are no longer attracted to our vices because they don’t have
bodies nor needs e.g. greed, lust, sloth, gluttony, etc. Or in the case of pride, they don’t want a rival to
have what they themselves want. Rather, they use our vices as a means to an end to bring about our
separation from God forever. With that said, they are attracted to anger in itself because it is the easiest
manifestation of hate, or what could lead to it. When someone on earth falls into anger, demons fly to
him recognizing in him a kindred soul. The demons proceed to whisper words of justification to the
hothead: “you have a moral duty to get back at them, that’s a real injustice” or “they don’t respect you;
show them how angry you are, they will respect you then.” You can hear the enemy’s voice whispering in
vour ear as you hear those lines, because we all have.

Fort‘unatel}', anger isn’t one of my gre:ltest ch.ﬂlenges, although I do feel it from time to time. I
remember about ten years ago I got cajoled into doing something that I did not want to do for very good
reasons. The people demanding it of me clearly did not respect me. Iremember being overwhelmed with
anger and ])leadmg with God to lift it from me. [t took hours of intense prayer (and exercise) for it to
morph into something more manageable. From that experience I drew a couple of conclusions: 1)
righteous anger, channeled properly, can lead to action that results in a lasting good thing. T made some
changes after that event that upset people, but the change needed to be made. 2) Anger can possess
someone as sure as a demon saddled on your back. Not forgetting how angry I was in that moment, even
though I prayed and begged God to take it from me, has been really constructive for me in understanding
others when they are possessed by anger.

Our world is filled with anger because ultimately the world belongs to Satan (Lk 4:5-7), but that
doesn’t mean that we have to participate in it. When you feel yourself succumbing to anger, make
vourself aware of the presence of the prince of lies: fight him, pray, humble yourself, be meek, and
patient, this too shall pass. Then be those thj_ngs for others who lack them.

Now I want to introduce the idea that the angry one can be wrong — shocker. Hopetully we can
see how destructive anger can be even when the aggrieved is in the right, now imagine the angry one being
in the wrong. Jesus says that Satan was a liar, accuser, and murderer from the beginning. Be very careful
when we judge another let alone accuse them, for if we are wrong, it ultimately leads to death; death in
body perhaps, but certainly the death of reputation, livelihood, freedom, and dignity. It’s also a great

injustice that leads to, you guessed it, more anger!
